Distance from Stamford Court to…
· Oadby Halls of Residences (The Village) – all within a 7-minute walk, or 3-minute cycle
· Central Campus/Freemen’s – 45-minute walk, or 20-minute bus, or 20-minute cycle
· City Centre/Train Station – 60-minute walk, or 35-minute bus, or 25-minute car, or 20-minute cycle
University Shuttle Bus
The regular bus service between Oadby Student Village and the University of Leicester Central Campus is the Oadby Shuttle Bus, run by the University and operated by Centrebus. It is free to use for all students, you just need to show your student ID card to the driver when you get on.

Public transport
Centrebus (Service 40) and Arriva (Service 31/31A) have routes around Oadby. You would need to purchase a bus pass or pay the £2 maximum fare per trip currently in use around Leicester.

Accommodation options

If you want to be able to walk to your classes and go back to your accommodation for lunch
There are four halls of residence in The Village, each with a range of room types/prices.  It’s a very quiet and peaceful location with a lot of green spaces – including the University’s own beautiful Botanic Garden.  Anyone staying in student halls can take part in free events and activities organised by the Residential Advisers, a great opportunity to meet other university students.  You could also get a gym membership and exercise at the Roger Bettles Sports Centre.
There’s a big ASDA supermarket in Oadby, about 15 mins walk from the Village.
If you prefer to live close to the city centre and central university campus, and travel to Stamford Court everyday
There is a range of different accommodation choices available:
· Student halls at the City accommodation 
· or at the newly built Freemen’s accommodation  
You will have easy access to the main university campus, including the David Wilson library, the Students’ Union, and the Danielle Brown Sports Centre. You will also be close to a variety of shops and food outlets.
Anywhere you choose in private accommodation in the city or closer to Stamford Court 
But make sure to check your transport options carefully!
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
